SECTION I. RECOMMENDED MOTION:

The Planning Director moves to approve PDP-004-08, an application for a Coastai
Development Permit to allow instailation of two antennas on an existing water tank, four
antennas on a 30-foot pole, and an associated radico equipment cabinet at the existing
Coastside County Water District site located at 200 Lewis Foster Drive, APNS 056-310-270
and 056-310-400, based upon the Findings and Evidence contained in Exhibit A of the Draft
Resolution, and subject to the Conditions of Approval contained in Exhibit B.

SECTION 1I. SUMMARY:

On January 8, 2008, Christopher Fowler of Verizon Wireless filed an application for a Coastal
Development Permit on behalf of Coastside County Water District (CCWD) to allow the
installation of two antennas on an existing water tank, four antennas on a 30-foot pole, and an
associated radio equipment cabinet at the existing Coastside County Water District site located
at 200 Lewis Foster Drive, APNS 056-310-270 and 056-310-400. The application was
reviewed by staff and deemed complete for processing on February 7, 2008.

The Planning Director’'s decision is subject to appeal to the Planning Commission before the
tenth working day following this action. The project is not located within the California Coastal
Appeal Zone.

B. Existing Site Conditions and Surrounding Land Use:

The subject property is currently developed with three water tanks approximately 28 feet in
height, an access road, siit basins, and a treatment facility contained within a chain-link fenced
area. The area outside the fence perimeter primarily consists of rolling hillside and Eucalyptus
groves. Most public views of the water tanks are impeded by these groves with some
exception from certain areas of Highway 1, Main Street (corner of Main and Highway 92) and
areas surrounding the Cypress Grove Condominitims.

The Site Survey submitted with the application indicates that the site ranges from 336 to 355
feet above sea elevation. The existing water tanks and surrounding easements that provide
access to these tanks are sited at a 338 elevation. The adjacent parcels to the north, west,
and south have the same zoning designation of Planned Unit Development (PUD), more
specifically described in the City's Land Use Plan as the Carfer Hilf PUD.
